In history, we have been discussing the difference between primary and
secondary sources of evidence.   We have been lucky to have visitors in school
talking to us about their experiences as a child during World War 2.

Mr Rees lived in London during the war and told the children about his memories
of the blitz.  He described what it was like in their Anderson shelter and
explained that they slept in there every night while the bombing took place.

There were some close calls, which was terrifying for a young boy, so he was
evacuated with his mother to live in Yorkshire with his relatives.  He described to
the children what it was like to be evacuated and other memories about the
effects of the war.
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Mr Keeling lived in Sheffield during the war and described to the children what it
was like growing up at that time.  He showed and talked about some of the kind
of toys he used to play with as a child, and shared other interesting facts about
his childhood.

Grace brought in some photographs of her great grandfather, who used to be a
signalman during the war, and also his medals, his identity card and ration
book.  Mr Swallow (who is a secondary source) talked about what his
grandfather’s job entailed.
